 The Medical Assistance Unit (MA) of the Department of Human Services has 4 
primary responsibility for the provision of medical services for eligible individuals 5 
under age 21. Before DRS medical services, other than diagnosis, are provided, 6 
eligibility of persons under age 21 for medical services under the Medical 7 
Assistance Unit of the Department of Human Services must be determined.  8 
Exemptions are: 9 
 10 

(1) The medical services needed are not within the scope of MA services.  11 
Results of the MA application or the reason why a MA application was not 12 
considered must be well documented in the case folder. 13 

 14 
(2) The individual will reach age 21 before the necessary services can be 15 
completed.  These individuals will be age 19 or above and no longer enrolled 16 
in high school. 17 

 18 
(3) There is an IPE at the time the need for medical services arises and delay 19 
in the provision of medical services will interrupt or delay achievement of the 20 
individual's employment outcome. 21
