Commissioners Report: 

OSB Students Activities
The OSB Panthers started 2015 off with a roar.  

January 15th, OSB students in the 7th and 8th grade and students in the service learning class helped the Sapulpa Lions serve at their annual Bean Dinner. This year funds donated by the Sapulpa Lions funded some middle school outings and two students to Close-Up in Washington D.C. 

January 23rd& 24th, our students participated in the South Central Association of School for the Blind (SCASB) regional competition in Macon, Georgia. This regional event is comprised of six states; Georgia, Alabama, Mississippi, Louisiana, Texas and Oklahoma. We had three students place 1st in their category, one 2nd place, three 3rd places and two 4th places. Our wrestling team took 2nd place overall. Our cheerleading squad took 3rd place for outstanding dance routine. 

On January 27th the OSB 4-H club hosted another successful Rabbit and Poultry Show. Five students took first place in various categories. Five students took 2nd place; three 3rd places, two 4th places and one student took 1st in Showmanship Reserve Grand Overall of the Show.  

February 9th, we began the administration of the ACT test for five OSB students.  

February 10th, Senior Charity Pickup was voted Homecoming Queen. Our wrestlers competed against Checotah. 
February 16th, our Principal, Mrs. Lynn Cragg, was featured in the Muskogee Phoenix as the “Okie from Muskogee”.  

February 20th, our Open House attracted 58 people from Muskogee, Tahlequah and the surrounding area. 
February 24th, our fifth and eighth grade students began their writing test.  

February 25th, eight students in our service learning club helped the Muskogee County Lions Club with their annual chili fund raiser. 
Academic progress of new students at OSB  
Below you will find individual new student data regarding their academic progress over a two year period. As mentioned in my January 2015 report we use the Woodcock Johnson III, Test of Achievement. For a number of years, prior to my employment at OSB, students were assessed using the Diagnostics Achievement Battery (DAB) for elementary grades and Diagnostic Achievement Test for Adolescents (DATA) for secondary grades. These tests were administered annually and for some students twice a year. Upon learning of this practice I was immediately concerned about the validity of the test and the frequency in which it was given. After several discussions with our administrative team we made the decision to use the Woodcock Johnson III, Test of Achievement beginning in 2012. 
Student names have been replaced with an alphabetical letter for confidentially reasons.  Of the sixteen data sets of students presented here, eleven (69%) have shown significant progress (two or more grade levels) in one or more categories.  Thirteen (81%) of these students have other disabilities in addition to blindness or visual impairment.
