Staff requests approval of the FY 2016 Expenditure Limits and FTE Limit
BACKGROUND:

The FY 2016 Budget Request was approved by the Oklahoma Commission for Rehabilitation Services and submitted to the Office of Management and Enterprise Services.  The Governor of Oklahoma and the Oklahoma Legislature considered this request for appropriations.  DRS’ FY 2016 state appropriations were increased overall 1.31% from the FY 2015 level representing a $400,000 increase.  Total DRS State Appropriations for FY 2016 are $30,944,807.
