612:25-6-16.  Criteria to establish a business enterprise

A decision to establish a business enterprise will be made by the State Licensing Agency (SLA) in consultation with the ECM based on the Business Enterprise Program (BEP) calculation of potential business profitability, estimated installation costs, available SLA resources and the BEP’s recommendation.  1  Information used for calculation of business profitability will be obtained by BEP staff using a site survey that will include:

(1)  building population;

(2)  number of visitors;

(3)  competition in the immediate area;

(4)  building security;

(5)  average salary of prospective customers;

(6)  estimated installation cost to provide required services;

(7)  stability of number of prospective customers;

(8)  longevity of potential facility; 

(9)  geographic location; and

(10)  additional information as determined necessary.

To calculate potential business profitability the BEP uses the Net Present Value and Internal Rate of Return Analysis.
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
